is recommended that you inspect your furnace filter every 30 days.
This is especially true if you have any pets.

Regularly changing your filter will result in savings and less
headaches. Clogged/ dirty furnace filters place more strain on the
blower motors, and cause for the blower motor to run more

frequently. It is also important that you install the furnace filter in
the proper direction for proper air flow.
